Qualifications:

e Must be able to participate in physical activity for the duration of the camp day: be on feet for most
of the day, be outside in heat and sun, participate in activities, swim with campers in pool, etc.

Essential Responsibilities:

e Be the main supervisor of the camp bunk; instruct campers in daily routines, participate and lead
daily camper activities and remain with majority of campers at all time

e Mentor bunk counselors: create a positive working environment, communicate with co-counselors
and delegating jobs within bunk, ensure an appropriate ratio of campers at all times

e  Prioritize camper safety: know where campers are at all times, observe camper behaviors and
understand bunk dynamic, in case of serious injury take charge, delegate and stay with majority of
campers, etc.

e Ensure an inclusive camp group where all campers feel welcome: create personal connections and
opportunities for campers to get to know each other, eat lunch with campers, etc.

e Exhibit consistent role model behavior for campers and co-workers

e Mediate conflicts and difficult situations that may arise and reporting any concerns or incidents to
